Attack on Quality Early Childhood Education

What 6s happened?

- Early childhood funding has been cut, and this could affect your family and your centre.

- The budget took $400 million out of the sector over the next four years, with $295 million
coming directly from centres.

- Centres with the most qualified staff have been targeted i this includes half of all centres, and
almost all kindergartens. Your centre may lose $100,000 a year or more.

- This penalises our youngest children who deserve quality education, and goes against the
government message that it wants to improve literacy and numeracy.

- The best way to improve educational outcomes is to invest in quality early childhood education.

What does this mean for me?
- The funding shortfall can only be met by parent fees, or cuts to quality.

What can you do?
This government listens to parents.
- Write to the newspaper, or comment on news stories on online forums.
- Tell your friends on facebook.
- Email your MP and tell them what you think.
- Better still, go and see them and tell them how important
quality early childhood education is.
